Salvador Dali: Mind of Genius is the largest Salvador Dali exhibit that has come to Taiwan. Salvador Dali is a fascinating 20th century Spanish artist. He was born in 1904 in Spain. Salvador and Elena Ivanovna Diakonova met in 1929. They spent the summer vacation together with other artists and poets in a small Spanish town near the ocean. Here, Salvador and Elena fell in love. They were married in 1934. Elena became Dali’s only model, wife, and business manager. He began to call her Gala and described her as “My intimate truth, my double, my one.” She showed up in many of his paintings, drawings, and sculptures. Throughout the rest of Dali’s life, Gala inspired his artistic genius.
