〔B〕Blizzard: The Biggest Name for Games
    Blizzard Entertainment, Inc. (暴風雪娛樂企業) is an American video game company that was started on February 8th, 1991. At first, it created game ports(遊戲埠) for other studios(工作室). In 1993, it began to design its own games. In 1994, it released(釋出) its first hit, the first game of the Warcraft series(系列).
    Ten years later, Blizzard released World of Warcraft, and it quickly became very popular among gamers. It changed the face of online gaming. The game encouraged players to play as a team, and this led players to make friends both in the world of the game and in the real world. In December of 2011, World of Warcraft was awarded(頒獎) the Guinness(金氏) World Record(紀錄) for having the most(最多的) buyers.
    Diablo is another very popular series from Blizzard. It was first released in 1996. In 2000, Diablo 2 was awarded a spot in the Guinness Book of World Records for being the fastest(最快的) selling computer game. In 2012, Diablo 3 broke the record. For most players, World of Warcraft and Diablo are classics(經典).
