It will be a pity if you miss the children’s book, The Boy in the Striped Pajamas. The book is about two boys who become friends at the Auschwits concentration camp during World WarⅡ. One of them is German, and the other one is Jewish. It’s a story about friendship and the innocence of youth, as neither boy completely understands what kind of cruel environment they’re really in.
John Boyne, the writer of The Boy in the Striped Pajamas, comes from Ireland. He has written a great deal of different books, including ones meant for kids, ones based on true events, ghost stories, and war stories. Among all his works, The Boy in the Striped Pajamas is his most successful book and has been made into a movie.
However, several people who review books and movies for a living had some problems with the story of The Boy in the Striped Pajamas. They questioned that there were no boys of the main characters’ age in Nazi camps during World War WarⅡ－－this is not true. Records show that there were in fact children in the camps. Auschwitz in particular, had kids ranging from babies to 16-year-olds. Also, the key point of the book, and later the movie, wasn’t to be true-to-life, but rather to tell an important and impressive story.

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These days, being happy is the in thing. Lining bookstore shelves, you can see self-help books to teach people how to think positively, stop worrying, and find happiness. Pictures and videos which inspire people to feel nothing less than woderful all the time can be found everywhere. Everybody expects nothing but seeing smiling, energetic faces at school or at work.
