 [1]  Chatting and gossiping are common ways for people to communicate. But did you know      26.    ? Scientists have studied the response rates of human interaction in more than ten languages. They found that speech turns last for approximately two seconds. After hearing a pause, the listener usually takes about 0.2 seconds to start responding. There’s a 17% chance that two people will start speaking at the same time. It usually takes about 0.1 seconds for one side to stop speaking. 

Scientists say that it takes 0.6 seconds for a person to recall word choices from memory, and 1.5 seconds to produce a complete sentence. The reason we can continue the conversation at such a high rate of speed is because  27  and thinking of our answer before the speaker has finished.
　　In the animal world, large chimpanzees and smaller monkeys also communicate in turns with their body language. The time it takes between hand gestures is around 5-6 seconds. However, having enough sleep is usually like “the castle in the sky” for many people; not everyone can get it. An App with over 2 million users in forty-seven countries tells us the following average sleeping times
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Imagine this: It's a beautiful evening in the summer. You're playing baseball with your
friends and having fun. But then the sun starts to go down! Soon it will be dark and you
won't be able to play anymore. Wouldn't it be great to have one more hour of daylight?
Well, with daylight savings time, you can! In places that observe daylight savings time,
people set their clocks ahead one hour at the end of spring. Then they set their clocks
back one hour in the fall. This means daylight lasts longer during the summer!

Many people like daylight savings time. They can spend more time outside when it's
light. Also, because it's lighter at night, there are fewer traffic accidents. Daylight savings
time also saves energy. People don’t have to turn on their lights so early at night. They also
spend more time outside instead of sitting at home watching TV. Some people, however,
don't like daylight savings time. They think it’s confusing. But don’t worry. It's easy to
know which way to move your clock. Just tell yourself, “Spring forward, and fall back!”

From the survey, we know only Americans sleep more than seven hours each day. A lot of studies, however, show people over 20 should get seven hours of sleep each night and those under 20, one more hour of sleep. Sleeping less than six hours a night can make one get sick easily, lose his/her attention at school or at work and leave one 12% more likely to die before 65 years old.  But sleeping too much is not good for one either. Sleeping longer than nine hours a night can make one 30% more likely to die before 65.

　　If one cannot have enough sleep every day, he/she needs to learn at least how to sleep better. Here are some useful ways.

1. Clear one's bedroom of TVs and computers.

2. Don't play with cellphones before bed.

3. Don't sleep with pets.

4. Keep exercising for thirty minutes three or four times in the morning or afternoon a week.

5. Keep one's bedroom cool, do easy exercise before bed, and listen to soft music like piano music before bed.

It goes without saying sleeping enough is important; so is sleeping safe and sound. After all, if one gets insomnia because of poor sleep and cannot sleep well, one will feel tired and worried during the daytime!

[3]   More and more convenience stores have opened in Taiwan, and so have shopping centers with supermarkets in them. A survey showed that about 26% of people go shopping at supermarkets once a week, 25.7% once every two weeks. Shopping at supermarkets seems to be a major part of many people’s lives; however, not many people know the best way to shop for food. Here are three tips provided by Professor Brian Wansink from Cornell University. He will teach us how to improve our diet by shopping smart.

　　First, don’t shop on an empty stomach. Have you ever had a craving to eat everything when you were hungry? This explains why you are more likely to buy more food than you need when you are hungry. What if you find yourself hungry while shopping at the supermarket? Don’t worry! A mint candy can be a lifesaver. The cooling taste will make you feel less hungry and therefore cut the amount of junk food you buy by 7%. 

　　Second, use your bag to divide your shopping cart or basket into two parts. More importantly, make sure half of the space goes to fruits and vegetables. 

　　Last, but not least, pick a shopping route. The fruit and vegetable section comes first; meat and dairy next; and the snack section last. What is the secret behind it? Research shows that when your basket is empty, fruits and vegetables look more delicious than usual and you want to buy them more. The next section you should go to is meat and dairy. This is not only because they have important nutrients, but also because research shows that shoppers take their time in sections after checking fruits and vegetables. After the first two sections, according to the research, most people just shop quickly or finish shopping. Therefore, by putting snack food at the end of your shopping route you will buy less junk food—without even trying.
