A tsunami is one of the worst disasters on earth. It brings giant waves and ruins the beach in just a few minutes. The word Tsunami means port wave. A port means a part of water next to the land to protect from the sea by a thick wall, where ships and boats can stay. People in Japan read it Soo-Nah-Mee. Tsu is sea port and nami means waves. Most ports are for boats and ships to park safely, so waves are thought to happen on the sea. What kind of big wave can still be strong and seen in ports? Only tsunamis can make it happen. There were about 260 destructive tsunamis on earth, 80% of which were near Japan. So, Japan is the country where tsunamis hit most, and that is where the name "tsunami" came from. The world's earliest heard tsunami was about 3,500 years ago, but in Japan, the earliest one was in 684. A tsunami usually happens in the deepest sea. People or things will be blown up to over 10 m high and thrown to the ground. Before water kills people, they will be hit, killed or hurt by broken glass or trees. You will protect yourself by staying away from sea water and move to a high place. When seeing the sea go very far away, you must start running right away. How many students does the average teacher teach in a lifetime? Thousands, certainly. But tens of thousands? Millions? Probably not. Salman Khan is a teacher, too--with over 25 million students. 
But how can one man teach so many people? With the help of the Internet, of course. Salman Khan is the founder of the Khan Academy, an online organization dedicated to providing anyone, 
anywhere, with a free, world-class education. The project began when Khan, who has degrees 
from both MIT and Harvard, began teaching his cousin mathematics over the Internet. Many of Khan's other relatives wanted his help, too, so he decided to begin making educational videos and 
posting them online. 
The academy's website features links to over 2,400 courses, covering subjects from math to the history of art. The lessons take the form of YouTube videos followed by several practice exercises. 
One of the most important things about these videos is that they're available in languages other than English. At present, Khan's lessons are available in 65 languages. This means that anyone can use the service, no matter where he or she is from, what language he or she speaks, or how much money he or she has.
