Mount Everest is the highest mountain on earth. Making it to its top is the goal of a lifetime for many mountain climbers. However, the famous mountain may be losing its title because some scientists believe it may have shrunk.
In 1955, an Indian survey team measured Mount Everest to be 29,029 feet above sea level. It was accepted as the official height, but some still questioned how high the mountain actually was. An American team recorded it at 29,035 feet in 1999, while a Chinese team found it was only 29,017 feet in 2005. The latter number was for the highest point of rock and didn’t include the ice and snow that was covering it. Now, though, there’s even more doubt about Mount Everest’s height. That’s because a major earthquake hit Nepal in April 2015, and it seriously affected the mountain and other parts of Himalayas.
To answer this height question, Nepal and China sent two new teams to the top of Mount Everest. After they successfully reached it, they stayed for as long as they could and collected as much information as possible. Once they have finished reviewing  their findings, they will let the world know Mount Everest’s new official height.

Mark Twain is known as America’s greatest writers. He was born in 1835 in Missouri and before becoming a writer worked as journalist, a miner, and a riverboat pilot on the Mississippi.
He is perhaps most famous for writing The Adventure of Huckleberry Finn. The novel is set in the American South during the time when Americans still kept slaves. The story followed a young boy, Huck, and a runaway slave, Jim, on their adventures down the Mississippi River. One of Twain’s greatest talents was the ability to write in dialects. Huckleberry Finn is written in a local dialect of the American South. The characters use lots of colorful languages and slang terms, which makes them really come to life.
Twain also strongly disagreed with many ideas common in American society, particularly about race. And he dealt with these issues in his novels. Though he died in 1910, his books are very popular to this day. You might even come across one of his stories in your English class. If you do, you’re certainly in for a treat! Twain’s ability to tell a story is really second to none!

It’s said that Hina Masturi began in the Heian Period (平安時代 794-1185). At the time, people believed that dolls had the power to control bad spirits. They made dolls out of paper and sent them on a little boat down a river. By doing so, the dolls would bring bad spirits and bad luck away.
Celebration
The doll festival is an old holiday. During the Edo Period (江戶時代1603-1868), people began the tradition of displaying dolls in their homes. Many different kinds dolls were made during this period of time. To this day, families often put out the dolls and set up the stage a few days before the Doll Festival. However, if the dolls are not put away right after this holiday, the families would have trouble marrying off their daughters.
